Dogs allowed but must be kept on leash the whole time, lace up your hiking boots (pack your
microspikes if icy), pack up your mountain bike, grab mosquito and tick spray if it's warm, dress in
layers, bring a copy of the map, have your trail app ready, bring a snack and water bottle — ENJOY!
